Grantee agrees and consents to the following conditions of the grant:

1. a. Grantee is an organization that is both exempt from tax under 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code (IRC) and an organization described in IRC 509(a)(1), (2), or (3) (i.e. a non-private foundation), such status having been confirmed through one or more operative IRS rulings or determination letters, copies of which Grantee has filed with The Anne & Eli Shapira Charitable Foundation for the Purpose described above.

    b. Grantee will utilize the grant’s proceeds only for charitable and educational activities consistent with its tax-exempt status described above.  Without limiting the generality of the preceding sentence, Grantee will not intervene in any election or support or oppose any political party or engage in any attempts to influence legislation (lobbying) not permitted by IRC (c)(3) or more specifically (if applicable), IRC 501(h) and 4911.  

     c. Grantee will inform The Anne & Eli Shapira Charitable Foundation immediately of any change effected to, or IRS proposed or actual revocation of, the status described in paragraph (a) above.

     d. As noted above, this grant is either a general operating support grant or is earmarked for the specific project described in Grantee’s funding proposal and related correspondence.  It is not earmarked for transmittal to any other entity or person, even if Grantee’s proposal or other correspondence expresses expenditure intentions.  Rather, Grantee accepts and will discharge full control of the grant and its disposition and responsibility for complying with this agreement’s terms and conditions.

     e. Grantee shall not use any of the funds received from Grantor (i) to carry on propaganda, or otherwise attempt to influence legislation within the meaning of IRC 4945(d)(1); (ii) to influence the outcome of any specific public election, or to carry on, directly or indirectly, any voter registration drive (within the meaning of IRC 4945(d)(2); or (iii) to undertake any activity for any purpose other than one specified in IRC 170 (c (2)(B). 

     f. If this grant is restricted to a specific project, Grantee affirms that the project’s current budget, as previously submitted and/or explained to The Anne & Eli Shapira Charitable Foundation, accurately reflects Grantee’s present intentions to expend at least the amount of this grant (plus any other grant from Grantor this year for the same project) on said project in Grantee’s current fiscal year.  Grantee will provide records of receipts and expenditures relating the grant and make such records available to Grantor at reasonable times.

2.  After a period of one year following the grant award, or when the grant money is expended, whichever occurs first, the Grantee shall submit a report to Grantor.  See Report Form enclosed.

3.  Grantee may choose to list The Anne & Eli Shapira Charitable Foundation as a funder in its publicity regarding the work done with this grant; however, acknowledgement of the Grantor is NOT required.
